The CD explains how organs work.  

It gives a tour of the body in detail and shows the positions of organs in 3D.

It does this well but fails to go into sufficient detail for certain topics (e.g. enzymes and respiration).

Content

It possibly would be useful at GCSE – but insufficient detail.  

There is too much detail for KS2 pupils, it is ok for KS3 but insufficient for KS4.  

The quiz is set far too hard for organs and functions, better suited for students at A level standard.  

I would recommend for KS3 and basics for KS4 organ functions and systems.

Differentiation









Score:          3/10

Totally unsuitable reading age for SEN pupils but animations may be useful with guidance.  

The CD can not be customized to limit students access.

Motivation/Interest









Score:          6/10

The CD was very similar to the DK Encyclopedia of Science so I got a little bored.  

I think the pupils would enjoy it though. 

It did not stimulate me but it certainly could hold the interest of a targeted group of pupils for specific tasks.

Intended Users
